In over 180 events, more than 120 different
Bach cantatas have now been presented, also most of the oratorios, motets, passion and Latin
liturgical music. The St Johns Bach Orchestra plays on original instruments. St John’s baroque
instrument collection includes a chamber organ, concert harpsichord, recorder (in d), oboes da
caccia, timpani and cornetti. The program director is Graham Lieschke. The program has
developed substantial local and international collaborations. Dr Lieschke was awarded the

2004 Dame Roma Mitchell Churchill Fellowship to cultivate links with similar programs overseas.
