Let me begin with a few fast facts:
e Families comprise nearly 40%
of all who are homeless.

e 68% of the cities reporting in
the 2010 Mayor's Report, had to
turn away homeless families with
children because of a lack of
available shelter beds.

e Among families who are
homeless with children, the
majority cited loss of a job as the
cause, followed by the lack of
affordable housing, poverty, low-
paying jobs and domestic violence.
o 42% of homeless children are
under the age of 6.

e A child is born into poverty
every 33 seconds.

e Families with children comprise
one of the fastest-growing
segments of the homeless
population today.

e More than 15% of Americans
live in poverty, including one in five
children (22%), the highest rate in
the industrialized world.

e There is no city or county
anywhere in the United States
where a worker making the
minimum wage can afford a fair
market rate one-bedroom
apartment.

These are just some of the
distressing facts about families
and homelessness in the United
States.

We at Starmount have heard these

concerns. We have remembered
Jesus’ teaching to care for the
least of our brothers and sisters,
and Session has made a bold
decision to partner with Family
Promise of Guilford County to
help tackle this crisis here in
Greensboro and Guilford County.
Session has agreed for Starmount to
be certified as a 150-day temporary
night shelter and to partner with
Family Promise to begin addressing
the needs of homeless families in our
community. Mike Cooke, the
